Local, In-League (HS MDISA events), and Chessie (CBYRA) Venue descriptions include the address, parking information (paved lot or grassy area, onsite or far away), nearest food (or BYO), notes about the facility, and if the venue is further away, hotel accommodation recommendations. National and International Venue descriptions will also include points of interest to help make your trip as interesting as possible!

[bookmark: _Toc135056256]Annapolis Yacht Club (AYC)
510 Severn Ave, Annapolis, MD
Parking: Parking lot is members only unless otherwise specified. Street parking in Eastport is free.
Food & Drink: BYO or visit one of the local Eastport spots; Bread & Butter Kitchen, Leeward Market, Boatyard Bar & Grill, Davis Pub, Botanas Fajardo
Venue Notes: AC and wifi inside the sailing center. No visibility of race course from the club. Walk down to the end of Severn or Chesapeake for a view from one of the street-end parks. At times, SSA will allow spectating from their docks.
Launching Logistics: Inquire with OA about launching a coach boat from the club. Otherwise, Truxton Park Boat Ramp. Opti’s/Lasers launch from sailing center bulkhead, 420s launch from floating wedge docks.
Seating: Bring a chair.

Launching Logistics: Beach Launch, be prepared for sand in your boat.
Seating: Bring a chair.

Parking: Plan ahead in case of Nat’s games. Street parking – download the ParkMobile app for easy payment. Parking Garages within walking distance of the venue: Dock 79 Building (79 Potomac Avenue SE), Maren Residential Building (71 Potomac Avenue SE) using ParkMobile, Surface lot at The Yards Park (First and N Streets SE), or surface lot adjacent to District Winery (385 Water St SE) which is a 10-15min waterfront walk. Alternatively, take the Metro to Anacostia or Navy Yard/Ballpark on the Green Line and walk over.
Food & Drink: Several places within walking distance. Delivery via UberEats/GrubHub also an option.
Venue Notes: This venue is right next to the baseball field. If there is a game happening that day, be aware the traffic will be considerably worse so plan ahead. Small clubhouse on the pier with facilities and a nice porch for viewing.
Launching Logistics: 
Seating: Bring a chair or hang on the porch.

Venue Notes: Nice clubhouse with facilities, decent outside area for viewing.  Nothing really around the club, bring everything you will need for the day with you.  Most things are about 30-45 minutes away.
Seating: Bring a chair.
Launching Logistics: Paved boatramp for coach boats, beach launching available for dinghies.
Accommodations: AirBnb/VRBO for the most local spots. Closest hotel is the Deltaville Dockside Inn; www.deltavilledockside.com

Food & Drink: Poolside café “The Galley” may serve non-members.
Venue Notes: Green fleet is easy to watch from the NYYC docks.  RWB, 420, and ILCA will be out in the Elizabeth River and will be difficult to see from NYCC.  There is plenty to do in Norfolk, you can go downtown or down Collie Ave for great food options.  When leaving NYYC if you take a right it will take you to ODU campus and Ghent area, if you keep driving that way you will get downtown.
Launching Logistics: Wet launch from concrete ramp, this ramp can get slippery and backed up quickly.  This ramp serves as coach boat launch and sailboat launch.
Seating: There are chairs in front of the club but not many of them, so bring your own if you are planning on hanging around.
Accommodation: Springhill Suites by Marriott at ODU (1.8mi), tons of options in Downtown Norfolk (~5mi)

Parking: Parking onsite, grassy lot. Short <3min walk to sailing area. 
Food & Drink: Usually will offer snacks for purchase (chips, cookies, waters, etc.) but if you’re looking for sandwiches, BYO.
Venue Notes: Very small amount of beach to spectate from – great view of the races. Porta facility in parking lot.
Launching Logistics: Beach launching. Take the boardwalk down to the beach (wide enough to fit dollies)
Seating: Bring a chair.

Parking: Parking lot is for members only unless otherwise posted. Street parking in Eastport is free. Do not park in the Yacht Haven lot.
Food & Drink: Botanas Fajardo on site. Within walking distance: Bread & Butter Kitchen, Leeward Market, Boatyard Bar & Grill, Davis Pub.
Venue Notes: Great view of the race course from the docks. Clubhouse has AC & wifi. Seating available on the deck for members. 
Launching Logistics: Inquire with OA about launching coach boats (members only). Opti’s/Lasers/420’s all launch from floating wedge docks.
Seating: Bring a chair.

Seating: In general, no one is allowed to spectate from the marina or fuel dock. Private dock spectating may be an option. Read NOR/SI’s for further instructions.

Parking: Parking lot is not immediately onsite. It’s about a 3-5 minute walk to the boathouse from the lot. This is a steep incline you may not want to bring older guests to this regatta.  Park near Romuald Hall or Sacred Heart Novitiate for closest proximity. 
Food & Drink: BYO or In. April 2023, the school offered drinks, hamburgers, and hotdogs. Bring cash. 
Venue Notes: Walk south past the tennis courts to get to the boathouse.

Seating: Picnic tables right along the waterfront. There are enough, so you should not have to bring chairs.  Bring bug spray.
